Statement of Nomination:
Charles Murray is probably the most distinguished and influential social scientist now writing. For decades, he has been recognized as one of the most innovative thinkers to tackle the problem of welfare reform, and Losing Ground: American Social Policy, 1950-1980 showed the world that the long-term effect of traditional welfare programs was not to ameliorate but to institutionalize poverty as well as the myriad social pathologies that accompany it. But Charles’s interests and contributions to the national conversation about the great Aristotelean question of what counts as the good life go far beyond proposals for reforming welfare. Indeed, Charles Murray is perhaps the most independent and original thinker I have had the honor to know. His work, like his life, his characterized by two great humanizing virtues: honesty and compassion.  He has consistently had the courage to tell us hard truths while simultaneously outlining productive and innovative ways to deal effectively with the problems those truths entail. I can think of no one now working who better embodies the spirit of enterprise and liberty that the Bradley Prizes were instituted to commemorate and advance. 
CV and Biographical Sketch

Charles Murray was born in 1943 Newton, Iowa, was educated at Harvard and MIT (where he took a Ph.D. in political science), and worked for six years in Thailand in the Peace Corps. Upon his return to the United States, Charles worked for the American Institutes for Research and then at the Manhattan Institute, where he did research for some of his most important early work, including Losing Ground. Since 1990, he has been a fellow at the American Enterprise Institute. 

Charles is a prolific writer, and has contributing to a wide range of newspapers and periodicals, including The Wall Street Journal, The New York Times, The New Criterion, Commentary, and The Public Interest.  He is the author or co-author of some dozen books, including some of the most influential contributions to public policy in our time. In addition to the aforementioned Losing Ground, now universally acknowledged as a classic, some of Charles’s most important contributions include a What It Means to be a Libertarian, a brilliant reflection on the fate of individual liberty in an age of increasing statism, Real Education: Four Simple Truths for Bringing America's Schools Back to Reality, a clear-sighted and practical guide for bringing about real improvement in America’s vast educational establishment and Human Accomplishment: The Pursuit of Excellence in the Arts and Sciences, 800 B.C. to 1950, an ambitious tour d’horizon of human cultural enterprise that provides a  thoughtful anatomy of genius and its prerequisites. Just last year, Charles published, to near universal acclaim, Coming Apart: The State of White America, 1960–2010, a searching analysis of America’s increasing social, moral, and economic bifurcation.

Charles is the recipient of many prizes and honors, including the American Enterprise Insitutute’s highest commendation, The Irving Kristol Award.

He is the author and editor of twenty-odd books, the most recent of which are America’s Secular Challenge: The Rise of a New National Religion (Encounter Books, 2008) and Diary of a Dean (Hamilton Books).  
London  has also been a guest lecturer on college campuses across the country and has appeared on many major radio and television news programs. He is the former chairman of the National Association of Scholars, a former editor of Academic Questions, and syndicated columnist for   Knight-Ridder and Bridge News.  London  is the recipient of numerous  prizes and honorary degrees, and stood in 1989 as a Republican candidate for Mayor of New York City and in 1990 as Conservative Party Candidate for Governor of New York, garnering more votes than any third party candidate in the state’s history.  London has served on numerous charitable and educational boards and is active in promoting tradition social and educational values and a strong American foreign policy.

Statement of Nomination:
Andrew McCarthy won the nation’s gratitude for his successful prosecution of Omar Abdel Rahman, the “blind sheikh” who helped mastermind the first World Trade Center bombing in 1993.  After leaving the U.S. Attorney’s office in 2003, Andy quickly established himself as one of our most authoritative commentators on law and society. At the Foundation for the Defense of Democracies and, more recently, at National Review and the National Review Institute Andy has been an articulate voice of sanity, exposing the dangers of judicial activism domestically and on the international front. In his best-selling book Willful Blindness: A Memoir of the Jihad (Encounter Books, 2008), Andy not only provides a gripping chronicle of his prosecution of the jihadists responsible for the 1993 World Trade Center bombing but also explains why the assaults of radical Islam against the West should be treated as a national security, not a criminal justice, issue. Andy has continued that important work with two Encounter Broadsides​​—How  the Obama Administration Has Politicized Justice and How Obama Embraces Islam’s Sharia Agenda—and The Grand Jihad: How Islam and the Left Sabotage America (2010), another bestseller from Encounter on the Muslim Brotherhood  and radical Islam. His most recent book, published in the spring of 2014, is Faithless Execution: Building the Political Case for Obama’s Impeachment, not only shows how the Founders understood impeachment as an important political check on abuse of executive power but also details with meticulous care the many ways that the Obama administration has overstepped its legitimate authority. Andy’s work, thoroughly steeped in the tradition of Constitutional law, has proven to be a compelling and influential bulwark against the many forces that seek to pervert the American legal system, a prelude to their ultimate goal of undermining the American way of life. His writing goes from strength to strength and is an eloquent testimony to precisely the values that the Bradley Prizes were instituted to foster. 

CV and Biographical Sketch

Andrew C. McCarthy is a senior fellow at the National Review Institute, the founder of the Center for Law & Counterterrorism at the Foundation for Defense of Democracies, and a member of the Committee on the Present Danger.  

For 18 years,  McCarthy was an Assistant United States Attorney in the Southern District of New York.  From 1993 through 1995, he led the terrorism prosecution against Sheikh Omar Abdel Rahman and eleven others in connection with the 1993 World Trade Center bombing and a plot to bomb New York City landmarks.  He served the Office’s executive staff as Chief of the General Crimes Unit (responsible for training new prosecutors), Deputy Chief of the Appeals Unit (responsible for representing the United States before the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Second Circuit), and Chief Trial Attorney (a top advisor to the U.S. Attorney).  In his final five years at the Justice Department, he was the Chief Assistant U.S. Attorney of the Southern District’s satellite office in White Plains.  During that time, he also continued to make major contributions to national-security cases, including the investigation of the 1998 bombings of the U.S. embassies in Kenya and Tanzania.  Following the 9/11 attacks, he supervised the Justice Department’s Command Post near Ground Zero in New York City. 

Mr. McCarthy began his law-enforcement career in 1979, serving as a Deputy United States Marshal in the federal Witness Protection Program while he attended Columbia College.  He later graduated with honors from New York Law School.  He has been an Adjunct Professor at both New York Law School and Fordham University’s School of Law and served, in 2004, at the Pentagon as a Special Assistant to the Deputy Secretary of Defense. 

Mr. McCarthy is the recipient of numerous awards, including the Justice Department’s highest honors: the Attorney General’s Exceptional Service Award (in 1996, for the Abdel Rahman terrorism prosecution) and the Attorney General’s Distinguished Service Award (in 1988, for the historic “Pizza Connection” mafia prosecution).  In addition to being featured regularly in National Review, Mr. McCarthy’s articles have also appeared in the Wall Street Journal, The New York Times, The New Criterion, Commentary, The Weekly Standard, The American Spectator, USA Today and many other publications.  He is frequently featured as a commentator on television and nationally syndicated radio broadcasts and is the author of Willful Blindness: A Memoir of the Jihad, The Grand Jihad: How Islam and the Left Sabotage America, Faithless Execution: Building the Political Case for Obama’s Impeachment, national best-sellers published by Encounter Books. 
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
