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John F. Stossel

Very few people have had more influence on how Americans approach economics, regulation, school choice, and other important policy topics then John Stossel.  Through his work as a journalist, including as co-anchor of 20/20 on ABC News and now on Fox Business, Stossel offers one of the few forums where conservative and libertarian ideas get wide circulation.  


Stossel began his career as a consumer reporter, unmasking con men and cheats.  Over time, he began to realize that regulators and public officials were often more guilty of ripping off taxpayers. Stossel brought his in-your-face reporting skills to coverage of the public sector and unions. Stossel’s 20/20 specials included "Sick in America," delving into the debate between private vs. government health care; "Stupid in America," exposing the government school monopoly; and "Hype," which exposed media distortions. 


Stossel is a leading advocate for education reform. He has demonstrated the courage to go head-to-head with teachers unions in defense of school choice and other reforms. Through his non-profit Stossel in the Classroom program, he has made many of his specials available to millions of students in schools throughout the U.S. 

Milton Friedman once described Stossel as “that rare creature, a TV commentator who understands economics, in all its subtlety.”  Stossel has demonstrated this in his excellent books, his opinion columns, and on television.  He has received 19 Emmy Awards, but none since he challenged the misconceptions of the left.  He deserves recognition for his work by being awarded a 2015 Bradley Prize.
