SALLY C. PIPES
President of the Pacific Research Institute (PRI) since 1991, Sally Pipes fearlessly attacks liberalism in its strongholds: the state of California and the cities of San Francisco and Sacramento, where PRI has offices. PRI’s mission is to analyze the failings of the regulatory state and devise market-oriented alternatives. At PRI Pipes has created research centers on education choice, free-market environmentalism, health care reform, business and society, and technology studies. Her entrepreneurial spirit is the reason the State Policy Network gave her its Roe award and Human Events named her one of the “Top Ten Women in the Conservative Movement.” 

Pipes specializes in healthcare reform, one of the most critical issues shaping America’s future. She has been a prominent foe of statist healthcare plans both in Canada, where she was deputy director of Vancouver’s Fraser Institute, and in this country. Her most recent salvos in this long crusade are the two books she recently published:  The Cure for Obamacare (Encounter Broadside No. 33) and The Pipes Plan: The Top Ten Ways to Dismantle and Replace Obamacare. She debated Paul Krugman of the New York Times at an NPR/BBC event viewed by 270 million people around the world, and has also debated such prominent proponents of nationalized health care as Princeton’s Uwe Reinhardt and Harvard’s David Himmelstein.

Pipes is on the board of the Federalist Society’s San Francisco chapter and, following the model of that effective, Bradley Prize-winning group, Pipes started the Benjamin Rush Society for medical students in 2008, spinning it off as a stand-alone 501(c)(3) in 2013. 
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
