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STATEMENT OF NOMINATION:  Professor Doug Irwin is a renowned international trade economist.  He is also the leading researcher and the most prolific writer on the benefits of free trade and open markets. He has published many books including Free Trade Under Fire and Against the Tide: An Intellectual History of Free Trade and Peddling Protectionism: Smoot-Hawley and the Great Depression.
He has also written on monetary history and the history of economic thought stressing themes of economic freedom and the rule of law. He is completing a book on Henry Simons who was an early influence on Milton Friedman.   His recent article in the Wall Street Journal “Trade Will Lead to Freedom” is a nice illustration of how he is able to communicate effectively about the ideas of economic freedom to a broad audience. 

Recently he set up and directs a new innovative program at Dartmouth which focuses political economy issues.  The purpose is to teach ideas at the intersection of economics and politics, especially to get government and philosophy majors to think about economics and tradeoffs.
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
