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STATEMENT OF NOMINATION:  Journalist and author John O’Sullivan has been at the forefront of defending liberty throughout the Anglosphere and beyond. His 2008 book, The President, the Pope, and the Prime Minister: Three Who Changed the World, tells of the collaboration that helped bring down the Soviet empire and establish democracy in former communist lands. In 1996, he helped found the New Atlantic Initiative, to reinvigorate the Atlantic community of democracies, which played a major role in bringing the former subject nations of central and eastern Europe into NATO.
A former advisor to Prime Minister Margaret Thatcher, O’Sullivan has been editor of Radio Free Europe and Radio Liberty, National Review, United Press International, and The National Interest, as well as held a wide variety of other editorial and think tank positions on both sides of the Atlantic.

O'Sullivan's role as both a thinker and a practitioner promoting a vigorous Atlantic community of democracies makes him an ideal candidate for a Bradley Prize. His launch of the Danube Institute last year, a center-right think tank in Budapest devoted to promoting conservative and classical-liberal ideas in central and western Europe and the Anglosphere, ensures that he will continue his important work for some time to come.
