LINDSAY COHN is a Ph.D. candidate in Political Science at Duke University. Her dissertation, "Who Will Serve, Varieties of Capitalism and Military Personnel Policy in Advanced Democracies," looks at the effects of differing national economic systems on problems of military recruiting, retention, and personnel management. Ms. Cohn's study investigates how militaries adapt their personnel management systems to the civilian labor market in order to alleviate certain manpower pressures, and how differences in labor market structure affect recruiting and retention outcomes. Winner of several international study grants, Ms. Cohn has pursued her research in Germany, the Netherlands, England, and Ireland, and has taught courses on civil-military relations at the University of Erlangen in Germany. Ms. Cohn's publications include articles in editions such as the Encyclopedia of War and American Society and Soldiers and Civilians: the Civil-Military Gap and American National Security. 
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
