Biography:
Professor Zekoll is jointly appointed to the faculty of the Tulane University Law School and the University of Frankfurt School of Law, where he holds a chaired professorship in private law, civil procedure and comparative law. An internationally renowned scholar of transnational litigation and comparative law, his research and teaching interests also include European Union law, products liability and international sales law. He has published extensively in these areas and has served three consecutive times as US National Reporter for tort law (2) and contract law (1) at the 1994, 1998 and 2002 World Congresses of Comparative Law. Professor Zekoll is a Member of the American Law Institute and served as consultant on the Institute's projects on Transnational Civil Procedure and International Jurisdiction and Judgments. In 1999, he became an elected member of the prestigious International Academy of Comparative Law (Paris). Commissioned by the American Bar Association, he worked on the revision of the Estonian Code of Civil Procedure in 1995. As a visiting professor he has taught several times at German law schools (Heidelberg, Freiburg, Hannover). Professor Zekoll continues to publish his research in both German and U.S. books and law reviews.
