Aaron Friedberg served from 2003 to 2005 in the office of the Vice President as deputy assistant for national-security affairs and director of policy planning.

A Harvard Ph.D, Friedberg teaches politics and international affairs at Princeton. He first joined the Princeton faculty in 1987 and was appointed professor of politics and international affairs in 1999. He has served as Director of Princeton's Research Program in International Security at the Woodrow Wilson School as well as Acting Director of the Center of International Studies at Princeton. Friedberg is a former fellow at the Smithsonian Institution’s Woodrow Wilson International Center for Scholars, the Norwegian Nobel Institute, and Harvard University’s Center for International Affairs.[1]
In September 2001 Friedberg began a nine-month residential appointment as the first Henry Alfred Kissinger Scholar at the Library of Congress. During his tenure he researched "the rise of Asia and its implications for America." Apart from many articles for the magazine, Commentary Friedberg has written several books on foreign relations: In the Shadow of the Garrison State; Strategic Asia 2001-02: Power and Purpose; The Weary Titan: Britain and the Experience of Relative Decline, 1895-1905.
He was one of the signers of the Project for the New American Century documents Statement of Principles (June 3, 1997) and a letter on terrorism submitted to President George W. Bush (September 20, 2001). His name has been connected to the Aspen Strategy Group at the Aspen Institute.

The Library of Congress announced on April 27, 2001 the appointment of Aaron Friedberg of Princeton University as the first Henry Alfred Kissinger Scholar. The nine-month residential appointment, which began in September 2001, inaugurated the Henry Alfred Kissinger Chair in Foreign Policy and International Relations at the Library of Congress. Created through the generosity of friends of the former Secretary of State to honor him and emphasize the importance of foreign affairs, the Kissinger Chair program offers outstanding thinkers and practitioners a unique opportunity to pursue advanced research in the largest and most international collection of library materials in the world.

In making the appointment, Librarian of Congress James H. Billington described Professor Friedberg as a superbly qualified scholar who has produced two incisive books on aspects of foreign relations. "The Kissinger Chair creates an opportunity for research and discussion of foreign relations in a global era. Dr. Friedberg will set a very high standard at the start of this program, which will be a catalyst for fresh analysis and a bridge between the world of ideas and the world of affairs," Dr. Billington said.

His areas of interest include international security studies, and U.S. foreign and defense policies, with a focus on East Asia and on the interconnections between the subfields of political economy and security studies. He recently completed a book on the institutions of American Cold War power creation. He is the author of The Weary Titan: Britain and the Experience of Relative Decline, 1895-1905, as well as articles on globalization and national defense, Asian security issues, the political economy of U.S. strategy, arms control, and strategic doctrine. He has been a fellow at the Woodrow Wilson Center and a recipient of the Helen Dwight Reid Award and the Edgar S. Furniss National Security Book Award. In 1998 he was awarded a senior fellowship at the Norwegian Nobel Institute.

Friedberg: Universities play critical role in addressing security issues

In June 2003, Professor Aaron Friedberg took a public service leave from the University to serve in Vice President Dick Cheney's office as a deputy national security adviser. Now he's back on campus, getting ready to teach a course this fall on "National Security Policy."

"I came back to Princeton because I believe that universities have a critical role to play in helping to address the challenges we face -- as centers of objective research, reasoned, civil debate and, above all, training for future generations of leaders and citizens," said Friedberg, a professor of politics and international affairs who joined the faculty in 1987. 

"Especially at a time when the stakes are high, the problems complex and the 'right' answers far from obvious," he said, "it is important that students be exposed to a wide range of views on the issues of the day."
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
